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3D Film Production Workshop





Southampton Solent University and 3D Stories ran a 3-day workshop to provide practical training on producing a 3D film for deaf and disabled filmmakers.  The workshop included classroom-based training on 3D production and a shoot with the Great Britain Wheelchair Rugby team as they prepare for the 2012 Paralympic Games.





Project aims and achievements





The project gave deaf and disabled filmmakers a chance to work with innovative 3D technology and boost their skills in this fast emerging medium. 





The first day of workshops focussed on the 


fundamentals of stereoscopic 3D: the theory and how to film and produce a film in 3D.


The second day featured an on-location 3D shoot where delegates filmed the GB Wheelchair Rugby Team as they trained at the Stoke Mandeville Stadium in Aylesbury.


The third day was a post-production day where delegates edited the previous day’s material down to a short film featuring Paralympian Aaron Phipps.








Outcomes and impact





Filmmakers that attended the workshops learned 3D production techniques such as: using two cameras in a mirror rig setup; how to converge; set “interaxials”; the effect of wide and long lens choices and the impact these all have on Stereoscopic 3D imagery.


Seven delegates with disabilities attended the workshops.





Next steps





Whilst this is the end of the workshop, the short film that was produced is to be uploaded to the YouTube 3D platform, which viewers can watch in stereoscopic 3D on 2D screens using red/cyan glasses.
