	Working with Our View has influenced Creative Junction as an organisation. They provide Disability Awareness training for all staff and now everybody considers access when planning an event or project.





Next steps


James will be producing an 8-minute film and will be making more visits to both projects to interview participants, tutors and shoot footage of sessions.





He has also begun discussions with Readipop about working together on a future project.
